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A 65 year old woman describes recurring episodes of vertigo and nausea lasting one to two minutes.  She 
sometimes experiences them while driving, other times when working in her garden.  She has occasionally 
experienced these while turning her head suddenly after watching TV or while reading in bed.  Physical 
examination is entirely normal except that a Dix-Hallpike maneuver results in nystagmus and a recurrence 
of her symptoms.  What is the pathophysiology of this disorder?
