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In honor of Dr. Barbara Schuster’s twelve years as Chair of the Department of Medicine, we were pleased to 
welcome Dr. Philip Greenland, editor of the Archives of Internal Medicine and a specialist in the area of 
preventive cardiology, as a visiting professor May 15th.  He conducted educational sessions with residents, 
fellows, and faculty.  A reception for Dr. Schuster was held at Elizabeth Place after Dr. Greenland’s final 
presentation.  Residents, fellows, and staff had a chance to thank Dr. Schuster for her many contributions to the 
Department and the Wright State University training programs.  If you were unable to attend the reception, 
please find the time to stop by or drop Dr. Schuster a note before the end of June when she will begin a 
sabbatical and a new project related to graduate medical education. 
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You may have noticed a change in the Journal Club format last month (or maybe you didn’t)!  We are 
experimenting with selection of common articles to be discussed at each hospital site.  It’s always challenging 
to find a way to make Journal Clubs more successful.  In fact, in a 2004 article in the New England Journal of 
Medicine, then Harvard Medical student Joe Wright commented on the differences between “Journal Clubs” 
and “Journal Meetings”.  He considered true “clubs” to be voluntary, fun, and the sort of experience where 
“People show up … even when the boss is out of town or the material won’t be on the test.”  Our conferences, 
of course, are of the “meeting” variety even though we call them “clubs”!  To keep up the interest and maintain 
even a minimal level of excitement, we’ll need everyone to participate with article review (in advance if 
possible), critical thought, and involvement in the discussions.  As Mr. Wright stated, “Science lives, not by 
results, but by the exchanges of ideas that follow them.  And so journal clubs are a way of keeping science 
alive – even in medical school, and beyond.” 
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Dr. David Griffith, radiologist at Miami Valley Hospital, recently shared this information with the Internal 
Medicine Residency Curriculum Committee.  The American College of Radiology has established 
Appropriateness Criteria for a number of imaging studies, many that are frequently ordered by internists.  Go to 
www.acr.org, tab Quality and Patient Safety, sub-tab ACP Appropriateness Criteria, and then click on Topic 
Listing (pdf files) for any of a number of categories.  It’s easy to follow, very well organized, and supported by 
literature references for all recommendations!  Please share your experience with this site if you find it helpful 
in your practice.
