REQUIRED FINANCIAL AID FORMS FOR INCOMING MEDICAL STUDENTS   
 
Students applying for financial aid (and some scholarships) must complete the Free 
Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) form.  We recommend that you provide 
parental information on the FAFSA whether or not your parents contribute to your 
support. To be considered for internal financial aid in the forms of loans or scholarships 
awards, you must provide your parental information.  Your completed FAFSA should be 
submitted to the Department of Education electronically at www.fafsa.ed.gov. 
 
It is a FEDERAL Requirement that the Office of Financial Aid has your FAFSA before 
processing your loans.  Please note that the school code for Wright State University 
Boonshoft School of Medicine is 003078. 
 

A SAMPLING OF FINANCIAL AID RESOURCES 

Internal Scholarships and Loans 
Wright State University Boonshoft School of Medicine awards scholarships and loans 
that require no application from the student.  The selection is made from information 
gathered from the AMCAS application and/or from the FAFSA. 

External Scholarships 
The Financial Aid Office can recommend other sources of support and we encourage 
you to seek out external scholarships.   

External Loans 
Information on external loans will be provided along with your award letter.  It is not 
necessary to seek out your own loan information.  Wright State University School of 
Medicine will do that for you.  Federal loans that are available to you as a medical 
student are:   

Subsidized Stafford Student Loan 
Unsubsidized Stafford Student Loan. 

Service Commitment Scholarships 
These scholarships provide tuition and living expense support to students in exchange 
for a work commitment after residency.  The work commitment is for the same number 
of years as the scholarship.  Examples include: 

Armed Forces Health Professions Scholarships (Army, Navy, Air Force) 
National Health Service Corps Scholarship
